If the decision is negative, you have the option of continuing to pursue the case, at your own expense, before the DG HR or the Court of Justice of the European Union.​​
· Communications must be conducted through the SFE union, yourself and the solicitor. It is strictly forbidden to contact the solicitor at any time (except at their request for specific information or documents) without notifying the SFE union and copying them into the communication (‘Cc’). These communications and exchanges will be conducted exclusively by email. Failure to do so may result in the SFE union withdrawing from the case and charging you for any costs incurred as a result of such abuse.
· We refer continuously to the established case law of the Court of Justice of the European Union. The SFE union may support a request if it offers a collective advantage to all staff members of the institutions.
· Finally, certain advantageous or disadvantageous provisions of the Staff Regulations cannot be amended (except in exceptional cases by the administration). Only Member States are authorised to review certain provisions after a certain period of time.
